Key Awards

The Wisconsin 4-H Key Award Program is one of the highest recognitions a 4-H member
can receive. This award recognizes a select group of 4-H participants who have demonstrated
consistent growth in their 4-H involvement, developed and applied their leadership skills, and
actively participated in the functions of their 4-H club and community. To be eligible,
candidates for this award must be at least in 9th grade or older; and must have completed at
least three years of 4-H and one year of youth leadership.

Crowley Dairy Leadership Award

The 4-H Dairy Leadership Award provides recognition to youth who have excelled in their
dairy project. Eligibility for this award includes: Must be currently enrolled in the 4-H Dairy
Project and have at least two previous years of membership, must be in 10th-13th grades as
of January 1, and should have an outstanding record of involvement and accomplishments in
the 4-H Dairy Project.

Fifteen (15) state-level awards are to be presented annually to outstanding 4-H Dairy Project
members. Award plaques will be given to the top fifteen and the top three youth will each
receive $1000 cash awards. Youth that have received a plaque only are encouraged to apply
again. Additionally, the top 4-H member that is a Junior in high school as of January 1, 2022
will be offered a $5000 scholarship to attend the University of Wisconsin-Madison and enroll
in the Department of Dairy and Animal Sciences.

Wisconsin 4-H Foundation Scholarship

The Wisconsin 4-H Foundation awarded scholarships to outstanding Wisconsin 4-H mem-
bers and alumni pursuing higher education in 2022. Wisconsin 4-H Foundation scholarships
are awarded to students based on demonstrated personal growth through 4-H, development
and leadership in 4-H, academic performance, and future educational goals. Applicants who are
awarded scholarships were notified by postal letter and email in May.
